Rules & Regulations

General

Show is open to SHS riders. Their Instructors will recommend the adequate Division(s).

Equishare Riders may ride their Equishare Horses

Instructors will determine the most appropriate horses for their riders

Absolutely no dogs allowed on premises the day of the Show.

Seaton Hackney Stables reserves the right to cancel, combine or split classes if necessary.

X-Country Event

Any student level 3C and above at SHS that has not yet participated in a rated CT Event may
participate, including Instructors & staff. We will accommodate a maximum of 10 riders, Cross-
country vests , bell boots and splint boots must be worn. There will be no penalty zones or time
penalties in the X-Country phase . Same horse may go a second time .

Any competitor in the CT Event must provide ONE volunteer to help as a Fence Judge (1/2 hr)

Timeliness & show attire

Each participant should arrive at least 30 minutes before the first scheduled classes. Should you
miss your event, we cannot enter you in another section or in another event, and there will be no
refunds unless the Show is cancelled.. Show attire will be full riding gear: i.e. breeches, short or
tall boots, collared white shirt OR Seaton Hackney T-Shirt, riding helmets.

Fees
Entry fees are $40 per 2-class division, $70 for 3-class Division and $60 for the Cross-Country
Event. . A rider must enter in all the classes in her/his Division and cannot pick individual classes.

Judging

We reserve the right to combine or split classes depending upon the number of participants in
each. All classes except the Hunter Division , the Cross-Country Event and the Open Jumper
Division will be judged as Equitation Classes, meaning that the rider’s position, efficiency and
display of horsemanship will be judged rather than the actual performance of the horse. Ribbons
in each class will be awarded at the end of each class. Judges decision is final.
